Frequently Asked Questions (FAQs)
Why Do Dogs Need a Play Park?

The following excerpt has been adapted from the article, “The Many Benefits of Exercise and Play” from Your Dog newsletter (published by Tufts University School of Veterinary Medicine): 
· Daily exercise sessions can greatly benefit your dog. Exercise needs vary depending on the breed, age and individual traits of the dog. But it's a good idea to play catch, Frisbee or other games, and exercise your dog for at least 30-minutes each day. 
· Sufficient exercise helps reduce or eliminate common behaviors such as digging, excessive barking, chewing and hyperactivity. Dogs need physical and mental stimulation each day. 

· Exercise helps prevent boredom and channels the dog's energy in a productive, acceptable direction. 

· Exercise helps keep pets healthy, agile and limber. 

· It reduces the incidence of digestive problems and constipation. 

· It helps prevent depression. 

· It's a good way to help a timid dog build confidence and trust. 

· Exercise promotes healthy rest. A well-exercised dog will be sleepy instead of restless when it's time to relax or go to bed. 

· Exercise is key to maintaining weight control. 

· It gives a dog the chance to just be a dog. In many ways, especially around the house, we expect dogs to be like little people, and to behave accordingly. But sometimes it's good to let them cut loose and go a little crazy. They need to sniff, run, roll around, bark, wrestle, be silly, and do the things that dogs do.

· It relieves feelings of guilt. Seeing your dog lay around the house all day with nothing to do makes a lot of people feel guilty. And it should!  Giving your dog an hour of real mental stimulation and exercise, not just a walk around the block, can do wonders for those feelings.

What are Godfrey’s-Welcome to Dogdom Play Areas?

At Godfrey’s, we’ve fenced two different areas for our registered members and their canines to exercise their dogs.  Our largest area, called “Inky’s Run”, is approximately 1 acre in size.  This area is for dogs over 30lbs.  The smaller area, called “Little Rascals”, is for dogs 30lbs. and under. Both fenced areas are double-gated for added security.  
Ok! I got the membership packet and we want to join. What happens next? 

(1)  Complete your membership paperwork as the first step. Be sure that you have all necessary veterinary records, including documentation of the fecal test done.  Be as honest and forthright as you can be when completing the Play Park Member Profile about your dog. 

(2) We will create a “Frequent Player” card for your dog.  Every time your dog plays, we mark the card; after (10) plays your dog gets a FREE play! 
 (3) Pre-payment of future 1-hour Play Fees is available. Just talk to a staff member about how much you’d like to put on your account and they will process this and your payment. You will see that you then have a “Store Credit” on your customer file on your receipt that will be used on your future play sessions.  
Does anyone from Godfrey’s attend our Park sessions? 

We do like to have a staff member go out to the park with you the first time you and your dog(s) use the park, so that you see the Security Gate entry area, Poop Pick-Up stations, the collection bucket, the shared toys and water bowls.  
Once I sign up as a member, do I need to do anything else to remain an active member?
Most importantly, you need to keep us updated with your dog’s current health records.  If your rabies vaccination is overdue and a fecal has not been done in over a year, we reserve the right to pull you out from play until those requirements are met. Also, if you want to add another dog from your family to a group or you need to remove a dog, you need to let us know that, too, so that we can update our records. Other than that, be a courteous, responsible doggie parent and pay heed to our rules and regulations.  See you in the play areas!

Importantly, a reminder: When you are playing in the park with your dog(s), this is not an open invitation for others to ask to join you. You have rented this space for your private dog play. Kindly tell them that this is not a public off-leash dog park; you have booked this private time and that they can learn more about our park use by picking up a membership packet inside. THANK YOU for keeping our park safe!

Godfrey’s-Welcome to Dogdom Play Park Information 
canine Play Park Member Requirements: 

· All dogs must be at least 4 months of age. 
· All dog guardians must provide a completed Godfrey’s-Welcome to Dogdom Parks Member Form

· Provide proof (vet records) of the following vaccinations or titer tests for each dog and be current:  

· Rabies vaccination – copy of certificate required or vet record showing rabies serial number
· DHPP vaccinations (distemper, hepatitis, parvovirus, parainfluenza) – You don’t vaccine after receiving initial ones? That’s OK! Ask you vet for a Titer Test for these, showing if your dog continues to have protection or not. Our position: Choose Titers instead of yearly shots! But talk to your veterinarian about this one.
· All dogs must have a fecal test done within the last year of joining and it must be negative. It is recommended that fecal tests be done every 6 months. We require updated tests yearly.
NOTE: All dogs should be on a natural flea and tick prevention program of some kind. Choose natural, not chemical solutions, if that is right for your dog and your lifestyle and your environmental risk. Stop in to talk with us about natural, effective ways! 
Parks Rules and Regulations (Yes, we have to have them ;>)

1)   To remain an active member of the park, your dog’s health requirements must remain current. 

When you update any vaccinations, remember to bring your vet records to us so that we can update    our records and keep a copy here on file. 
2)  Use of Godfrey’s Play Areas (“Inky’s Run” and “Little Rascals”) are available to 

    registered Godfrey’s Park members only. Spectators and their dogs may want to join you
      when you are playing.  Kindly remind them that this is a private dog park and let them know that 

      they can pick up a membership packet inside the shop.  
3)  Play area usage must be booked in advance. Call ahead to reserve Park time(s)

      for you and your dog at 610-777-5755. 

4)  Play areas are available only during daylight hours. 

5)  Before entering the entire park area from the security gated area group, use caution! 

    Look to see if there are any dogs in the park before entering!

    This should not happen, but in the unlikely event that it does, come into the shop to ask for a 

    Godfrey’s staff person to assist. 
8)  No other animals (non-dog) may be brought into the Godfrey’s-Welcome to Dogdom Parks.
9)  Dogs must be leashed outside the fenced play areas. No Retractable Leashes please.

      Dogs must remain leashed when entering the first gate and unleashed when entering the second    

      gate.
10)  Handlers of dogs using the play areas must be the dog’s guardians or other            

    handlers approved by the guardians as listed on the Parks Membership Form.
12)   One handler must have no more than two dogs handling at one time into and out of the fenced 
     areas. No more than 2 dogs are allowed per Dog Handler on any single visit. 
13) Dogs may not be brought into the Godfrey’s-Welcome to Dogdom Parks areas if they:

· are less than four months of age

· are females in heat-All stagers of active heat, usually 21-24 days
· are sick or unhealthy (viruses, parasites such as fleas, worms, etc.)

· have a history of serious aggressiveness or have been deemed dangerous by authorities

· have not been listed on the Godfrey’s-Welcome to Dogdom Parks membership application and approved for membership
14)  Neutering and spay is not required because you are sharing this time with your own family     
     dog(s). But again, females in their active heat cycle must be kept home until the heat is over.

15) If your dog barks excessively while in the park, it is your responsibility to leash your dog and      

     leave the Park area.                                                                                                      
16) Handlers are required to clean up after their dog(s) to ensure cleanliness and avoid potential  

     health risks to people and other dogs. Clean-up stations and supplies are available. Use them. 
17) Children under 12 must be closely supervised at all times by an adult. It is strongly urged that

 children under 12 not be brought into play areas for their own safety.  Running dogs can knock a child down easily and the grounds are very uneven.    
18)  Dog handlers must be 16 years of age or older.  
19)  Spectators (people not associated with any of the play park participants) must remain outside 
     the play areas.
20) The “Little Rascals” small dog play area is for dogs 30lbs. or under; “Inky’s Run” is for dogs over 30lbs.
21) Occasionally the small dog play area and large dog areas will be used for special events, such as training events, the Egg Hunt, an October event or a dog sport demonstration. We will n otifiy you ahead of time if your booked time is affected. 
22) Dogs must never be left unattended. Dog handlers must be in view of their dogs with voice control 
     at all times.  Keep a vigilant eye on your dog(s) at all times.  Contact us inside the shop if you find you 

       have a problem out there and we will send someone out before you leave your dog alone. 

        If you leave your dog unattended, your membership may be revoked.

 23) No alcoholic beverages, glass containers, strollers, bicycles or children’s toys are allowed in the 
     play areas.

24) Godfrey’s-Welcome to Dogdom property is a smoke-free environment. Cigarette butts are
       tempting and unhealthy for dogs. Enjoy the country atmosphere here!
25)  By all means, bring your own dog’s favorite toys in the park since it’s only your family dog in 
       there. 
26)  According to PA dog laws, all dog bites to humans must be reported.  If a dog bites you, record 

       the guardian’s contact information, a description of the dog, the rabies tag number and contact 

       1-877-PAHEALTH.  Dog Handlers are liable for any injury or damage caused by their dog(s) and are
       solely responsible for their dog’s actions.

27) Use the park at your own risk.  Godfrey’s-Welcome to Dogdom LLC, is not responsible for any injury 
       sustained or given by Godfrey’s-Welcome to Dogdom Play Park participants and/or their Handlers 

       and/or human guests.
28) All other Berks County and Pennsylvania Animal laws (see www.doglaw.state.pa.us) and 
     ordinances apply. 
29) Rules are subject to change without notice.

30) Before using Godfrey’s-Welcome to Dogdom Parks areas, please be sure to make payment.

Scheduling and Fees
To schedule your Park, call us at 610-777-5755. Reservations should be made 24 hours in advance. But you can be spontaneous, too.  If you find your dog moping around the house and you’d love to come for a run, give us a call.  Hopefully we’ll have some time to fit you in!    

Park time is scheduled every hour on the hour.  Your actual play time will be 45 minutes, giving you 15 minutes to get your dog leashed up and in and out out of the area so that the next group can get started. 

The following times can be scheduled:

Regular Hours:  

              Weekdays (closed Mondays):    10 a.m. - 5 p.m

              Weekends:    10 p.m. - 3p.m.  

Note:  During the summer season with extended daylight hours, we will make every effort to accommodate times outside the hours listed.  Please let us know the days and times you’d like to reserve at least 48 hrs. in advance.           

Advanced Scheduling 

If you are interested in booking your play time out one month, that’s great! Please talk to a staff member and we will try to accomodate you! If we do find that you’ve reserved time ahead and do not show up over and over again, and didn’t call us to let us know you weren’t coming, we reserve the right to remove your future bookings.  

Membership Fee

There is a $10 registration fee that is payable when you return your completed forms and veterinary records to us.  When we process your payment, you and your dog(s) are now members who can begin renting the park privately.

Guidelines and etiquette for

 Getting Better Use Out of the Godfrey’s-Welcome to Dogdom Play Park
· Please wear comfortable clothing and shoes, preferably sneakers.  The grounds in the play areas are not flat.  Watch where you’re walking.  
· Pick up your dog’s poop.  Yes, we know…the play areas are big and your dog will probably poop in the totally opposite direction from where you are standing, way, way over there.  We've probably all honestly missed our own dogs' waste before, but please be proactive ...and don't feel shy about handing poop clean-up items to a handler who doesn't see their dog’s poop.

· Familiarize yourself and your dog with Godfrey’s-Welcome to Dogdom Parks by walking along the fence perimeter.  Report any holes or necessary fence line repairs to Godfrey’s-Welcome to Dogdom.  But remember, you are responsible for your dog at all times within and outside the fence, so be vigilant; know where your dog is at all times.

· Ensure all gates are closed securely behind you.  Check all gates visually before you unleash your dog.

· Do not leave the main gate open.  Before entering or leaving Godfrey’s-Welcome to Dogdom Parks, first make sure there are no loose dogs in the vestibule before opening the main gate. 
· When entering or leaving the play area with your dog, allow enough space and distance for

the comfort of other dog(s) and yours if the next player is ready to enter. 
· Unleash your dog(s) inside the vestibule, before going through the inner gate. Some prefer not to, but leashed dogs often feel threatened and may bark or growl at other dogs. 
· As a common courtesy to the players after you, please clean up the yard by returning toys to the 

      equipment table when you are ready to leave. Also, if pools were filled and used during your play time, 
      empty them out before leaving. 

· Do not use a retractable leash.  While retractable leashes can be great when it’s just you and your dog out alone hiking somewhere, in public places they can be dangerous to both humans and dogs if used incorrectly. Anyone who has been flexi-burned can vouch for that.   

· Don't hang out around the gates.  If we humans do, our dogs will too, only to mob newly arriving dogs. 

· Keep walking, especially if your dog is territorial.  This keeps the space around you neutral.

· Do not agree to watch someone else's dog.  You may not have as much control over their dog as they do.  Each dog handler is responsible for keeping his or her dog(s) under control and for staying with them in the play areas.
· Food can cause problems.  Leave people food, bones and raw hides at home and be judicious with dog treats.  Avoid very odorous treats in your pocket. When coming near other leashed dogs, inside and outside the shop, please don’t treat other dogs without their handler’s consent - some dogs have allergies, some are on special diets, some aren't allowed treats.
· Remove pronged, spiked, electric, and choke collars in the park. We don’t even want to see them on your dog anywhere on the Godfrey’s “campus!”  Collars used should be “quick release” collars. For the health of your dog’s paws, it is best to keep nails trimmed and loose dewclaws wrapped.  It’s easy for dewclaws to get caught while running on in another dog's skin and torn away from the paw, injuring both dogs.  
· Keep a regular collar on your dog(s) with identification – just in case you need to grab your dog quickly for control. Use a quick-release collar for added safety.
· Do not toss trash in the parking lot or the play areas.  You know dogs; they’ll put anything in their mouths.  Please throw all trash into one of the several trash receptacles or poop deposit receptacles b located throughout Remember, Godfrey’s grounds are smoke-free.
· Dogs can be weekend warriors too.  Make sure they are not overheating or injuring themselves by playing beyond their fitness level. 
· Fill in any holes your dog may dig or make appropriate repairs to disturbed areas. 

· No dogs in heat.
· Keep vaccines/titers up-to-date. Bring current records to Godfrey’s for updates as they occur. 
· Water will be available for your dog during the spring, summer and fall months. In the winter, we turn off the water to avoid frozen pipes. In winter, please bring your own water. If you don’t like your dog drinking from a communal bowl, bring your own water container.

Words of Wisdom on  Dog Behavior and Interactions 
· A playing child may attract the attention of dogs.
· Friendly dogs can accidentally knock down and injure a child.
· Not all dogs are child friendly.  Never allow a child to approach or pet a dog without the dog handler’s presence and approval or the child’s parent or guardian’s permission.

· Direct eye contact is confrontational to dogs.  An interested child staring into a dog’s face may provoke a dog unintentionally.

· Supervising a child and a dog at the same time is difficult to do.  Please avoid putting either at risk. 
· Children are more susceptible to contracting intestinal worms and other infections from touching grass where dog feces and urine are present.
